Lot Leaves Abram

Genesis 13:6-18



MEMORY VERSE
GENESIS  13:16
“And I will make your descendants as the dust of the earth;
so that if a man could number the dust of the earth, then
your descendants also could be numbered.”

WHAT YOU WILL NEED:
As many pipe cleaners, green sheets of construction paper and
assorted cotton balls as the number of children in your class.

A long piece of butcher paper and markers or crayons.

A package of several small prizes (stickers, pencils or other small
toys) wrapped before class with several layers of brown paper.

ATTENTION GRABBER!

The Good Shepherd
Ask your class what a shepherd does.  What makes him good or
bad?  Tell your class that God is our good shepherd and that w e
can trust God for our every need.

Give each student a pipe cleaner, a green piece of construction
paper, and several cotton balls.  Have them form a shepherd’s
crook out of the pipe cleaner, a field from the construction paper
and sheep from the cotton balls.  Have them name each sheep and
imagine their unique personalities.

Explain that each child is responsible to protect their sheep.  Walk
around the room and try to blow some of the sheep away, or use a
puppet or furry glove to snatch some, or a piece of Velcro to pick
some up.  Allow the children to protect the puppets with their
crooks or hands.



When you are done, ask the children to explain why they tried to
protect their sheep.  How is this like God?  Explain that we can
trust God for our every need.

LESSON TIME!
In today’s lesson we are going to learn that we can always trust God.
We continue this week with the story of Abram that is found in
Genesis.  In our story today Lot will make a decision and leave
Abram.  But God will be faithful to Abram because of the promises
that He made to him.  

Just by way of quick review, God had called Abram out of his own
country so that he could go to a country God would show him.
Abram obeyed God and went to the land of Canaan.  With him were
his nephew Lot and his wife Sarai.  During a bad famine Abram
decided to go to Egypt to escape.  As we learned this wasn’t a good
decision and got Abram into some trouble with the Pharaoh.
He then came up out of Egypt and he returned to the land of
Canaan where God had called him and arrived in a place called
Bethel, which means “house of God”.

Let’s begin our story for today as we learn that we can trust God
for our every need.

GEN ES IS  13:6-7
N ow  the  l and  w as  not  abl e  t o  su p p or t  them , that  they
m igh t  dw el l  t ogether ,  f or  the i r  p os ses s i ons  w ere  so
great  that  they  c ou ld  not  dw el l  t ogether .  

And  there  w as  s t r i f e  betw een  the  herdsm en  o f
Abram 's  l i v es toc k  and  the  herdsm en  o f  Lo t 's
l i v es toc k .   The  Canaan i t es  and  the  Per i z z i t es  then
dw el t  in  the  l and .



These two verses are talking about Lot and Abram.  They both had
many animals, tents, and people with them that helped them.
There was not enough room for them all to stay together, and the
people that took care of the animals began to compete for the land
to care for their animals.

Have you ever been in a crowded place?  Maybe you share a room
with a brother or sister?  If you do, has there ever been a time when
you didn’t get along very well because you were living so close
together.  The people that Abram hired to take care of his livestock
and herds of animals were arguing and fighting with Lot’s people
that he had hired.

Not only that, but there were also Canaanites and Perizzites in the
land which meant they had to have food and water for their herds.
We don’t know for sure if the famine had ended yet or not at this
time, but if there was still a famine in the land then it would be
difficult to raise a lot of people and herds all together in a small
area.

GEN ES IS  13:8-9
S o  Abram  said  t o  Lo t ,  "Pl ease  l e t  there  be  no  s t r i f e
betw een  you  and  m e,  and  betw een  m y herdsm en  and
you r  herdsm en ;  f or  w e  are  brethren .  

" I s  not  the  w ho le  l and  bef ore  you ?  Pl ease  s ep arat e
f rom  m e.   I f  you  t ake  the  l e f t ,  t hen  I  w i l l  go  t o  the
r i gh t ;  o r ,  i f  you  go  t o  the  r i gh t ,  then  I  w i l l  go  t o  the
l e f t ."

Abram was a peacemaker.  He went to his nephew Lot and asked
that there would be no strife or arguing between them.  Notice that
he said, “you and me”.  It sounds like the problems that their
herdsmen were having may have begun to affect the relationship
between Abram and Lot.  Abram reminded Lot that they are



brethren, or family.  Something like this shouldn’t be separating
them and making them angry with one another.

Have you ever been upset with a family member?  The Lord wants
us to work out our problems.  We should never allow it to get to a
place that we don’t have anything to do with one another out of
anger.  Abram was wise to go to his nephew and talk about it.

Next let’s see the solution that Abram came up with.  Abram
decided it would be best if he and Lot split up.  If they split up
physically this could keep them from splitting with one another in
their hearts.  Abram did not want the lack of space to cause anger
and problems between himself and Lot.  Abram even let Lot choose
what land he wanted.  God wants us to avoid arguments also.
Abram valued his relationship with Lot more than his possessions.
We should always put people before material wealth and be first to
come up with a solution so we don’t get into arguments.  We can
trust God for our every need.

Mural
Take a long piece of butcher paper and lay it on the floor.  With a
black marker, draw a line down the center of the length of the
sheet.  On one side have your class get down, side by side, and
using markers or crayons draw all of the things necessary to live.
When they’re done, have them get on the opposite side of their
drawings and draw how God meets those needs.

Ask your class if there is anything on the sheet that God has not
provided for?  Be sure to distinguish between our wants and our
needs.  Explain to the class that we can trust God for our every
need.

GEN ES IS  13:10-11
And  Lot  l i f t ed  h i s  eyes  and  saw  al l  the  p l ain  o f
J ordan ,  that  i t  w as  w e l l  w at ered  ev eryw here  (bef ore



the  LORD  des t royed  S odom  and  Gom orrah) l i k e  the
garden  o f  the  LORD , l i k e  the  l and  o f  Egyp t  as  you  go
tow ard  Z oar .  

Then  Lo t  c hose  f or  h im se l f  al l  t he  p l ain  o f  J ordan ,
and  Lo t  j ou rneyed  eas t .  And  they  s ep arat ed  f rom
eac h  o ther .

Lot chose his land with his eyes.  He wanted what looked good to
him.  He did not ask God what He wanted for Lot.  Sometimes the
thing that looks best to us is not what God wants for us and will
wind up causing us problems.  Only God knows what is best for us
and we only have to ask Him.  We can trust God for our every
need.

This seemingly simple decision by Lot would later cause him all
kinds of problems as we will find out in coming weeks in the story
of Sodom and Gomorrah.  Lot will eventually lose his wife.  We
have to be careful about the decisions we make.  We need to stay
away from sin and make our choices based on what God wants for
us, not what we want for ourselves.

GEN ES IS  13:12-13
Abram  dw el t  in  the  l and  o f  Canaan ,  and  Lo t  dw el t  in
the  c i t i es  o f  the  p l ain  and  p i t c hed  h i s  t en t  ev en  as
f ar  as  S odom .  

Bu t  the  m en  o f  S odom  w ere  exc eed ingly  w i c ked  and
s in f u l  again s t  the  LORD .

Abram took what was given to Him.  He didn’t strive or try to get
the best land for himself.  So Abram lived in Canaan, but Lot lived
by Sodom, a place filled with wicked people.  Here we see the
beginning of Lot’s problems that would hit him like a flood later.
Sodom was a very wicked city and Lot decided to live nearby.  



We need to remember that as Christians we are separated from this
world.  We need to love the people who are in the world and are
being deceived by the enemy, but we also need to make sure we
don’t live too close to those who disobey God.  We could end up
stumbling and getting into all kinds of trouble.  

GEN ES IS  13:14-17
And  the  LORD  said  t o  Abram , af t er  Lo t  had  sep arat ed
f rom  h im : "L i f t  you r  eyes  now  and  l ook  f rom  the
p lac e  w here  you  are --nor thw ard ,  sou thw ard ,
eas tw ard ,  and  w es tw ard ;

" f or  al l  t he  l and  w h i c h  you  see  I  gi v e  t o  you  and  you r
desc endant s  f orev er .  

"And  I  w i l l  m ake  you r  desc endant s  as  the  du s t  o f  the
ear th ;  so  that  i f  a  m an  c ou ld  nu m ber  the  du s t  o f  the
ear th ,  then  you r  desc endant s  al so  c ou ld  be
nu m bered .  

"Ar i s e ,  w alk  in  the  l and  th rou gh  i t s  l ength  and  i t s
w id th ,  f or  I  gi v e  i t  t o  you ."

God spoke to Abram and promised him that all of the land where
he was, as far as he could see, was going to be for him and all of his
descendants.  God also promised Abram that all of his descendants,
or his family, would be so great in number that they could not be
counted.  Then God told Abram to walk through the land and
explore what God had given him.  God made a promise to Abraham
and He kept His promise.  The land that Abram was walking on is
modern day Israel.  God did make a great nation from Abram.

Today God makes promises to us.  There are promises in the Bible
we can claim for ourselves, and there are specific promises that
God will speak just to us.  We need to remember that God is always
faithful to His word.  Whatever promise we find in scripture we



know that He will honor it in our lives.  Let’s be like Abram and
trust in the Lord to do what He says He will do.  We can trust God
for our every need.

GEN ES IS  13:18
Then  Abram  m ov ed  h i s  t en t ,  and  w en t  and  dw el t  by
the  t erebin th  t rees  o f  M am re ,  w h i c h  are  in  Hebron ,
and  bu i l t  an  al t ar  there  t o  the  LORD .

So Abram dwelt in the land and built an altar.  He established a
place to worship God.  Whenever God gives us something we
should first stop to worship Him and give Him thanks.  We can
trust God for our every need.

God loves each of us and has a special plan for our lives.  If we are
patient, listen to God, and believe Him, He will use us in great ways.
Abram listened to God and believed Him and God blessed the
whole earth through Abram.  Let’s remember to always put our
trust in the Lord. We can trust God for our every need.

Good Things
Wrap a package of several small prizes (stickers, pencils or other
small toys) with several layers of brown paper and string.  Ask your
class review questions about the story.  If a student answers
correctly, have him remove one layer of wrapping from the
package; if incorrectly, have him pass the package on to another
student.

When all of the wrapping is removed, have the final student pass
out the prizes to the class.  Tell the class that We can trust God
for our every need.

We may not see the good thing that the Lord has in store for us
right away, but if we are patient and wait on Him then He will
reveal it to us in His time.



PRAYER
Lead the children in a prayer of commitment to trust God for every
need in our lives.  If there are any children who have not yet
responded to the gospel, give them opportunity to do so.
